He
manages to stay grounded because of his friendships with his close friend and advisor, Dominic; his
intelligent and strong-willed sister, Elizabeth; and her sweet childhood friend and now servant, Minuette.
Their support helps him manage to handle everything from watching over his mother’ s well-being (of great
importance to Will in akingdom that still favors her predecessor as Henry’ s queen, Catherine of Aragon) to
deciding whom he should marry to impending war to ugly questions about the legitimacy of his birthright.
Although the love triangle seems just a bit forced, the overall story plays out very well. Told mainly from
Minuette' s viewpoint and her journal entries, thisfirst entry in aplanned trilogy highly entertains with its
fine pacing, plot, and detail.
